There are two statewide crises: Budget and Cash.  The Cash crisis directly affects Foothill-De Anza because of State withholding funds.  In the event the State withholds funds until a budget is approved, the Board of Trustees has developed a plan to keep the District operationally financially for several months.  Current FY2008-09 ending balances are in deficit caused by structural problems with the budget, mostly in the areas of employee compensation & benefits.  Another factor contributing to the budget problem is it is anticipated that $1.5 million in reduced interest earnings caused by lower interest rates and less money coming from the State could occur FY2009-10 also has severe budget deficits.  The budget could be worsened if less money comes from the State.  There is a likelihood that all fund surplus balances & one-time funds could be exhausted during FY2009-10. NASA/Ames continues to be considered as a possible 3rd campus location
