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The September 2009 meeting of the Central Services Classified Senate (CSCS) was held at 1:30pm on September 9, 2009 in the Foothill Carriage House and was conducted by Janice Lee

1) Review and Approve Minutes
Janice Lee called the meeting to order. A sign-in sheet was made available to all attendees.  The August meeting minutes were approved with a minor correction in the BBQ Committee report

2) Treasurer’s Report
Linda Mahi reported on the account balances thru July 30, 2009.  No bank statement had been received for August.  Budgets have not yet been loaded into Banner for the CSCS Senate so charges and account balances cannot be verified.  The number of employees that are donating to the CSCS via payroll deduction went from 105 to 83.

3) Establish Student Scholarship 2009-2010
Martin Varela revised the CSCS Scholarship Process.  Janice Lee will email the updated document to the Senate.  Martin will make a presentation at the CSCS BBQ on the scholarship program.  

4). BBQ Committee

BBQ planned for Sept 11.  The Chancellor and any Chancellor staff will make remarks.  Bret Watson will present the Employee of the Month certificates and gift cards.  Information on the CSCS Scholarship will be presented along with forms to make donations.    A PA system will be setup.

There are adequate nominations thru November.  Will continue to solicit nominations for future months.

New Hire Committee

No new hires identified by Employment Services.  It was agreed that temporary employees will not go thru the CSCS orientation because much of what is covered only applies to permanent employees.

8)  District Committee Reports

Budget

Proposed budget was presented to Board of Trustees.  $33.5 million was carried over from 2008-9 to 2009-10, mostly because anticipated cuts from the State in 08-09 did not occur and reductions in spending.  California budget for 2009-10 was passed, but it is still uncertain what funding will be to community colleges.  

Additional categorical cuts are expected because of reduced funding for these programs.  2009-10 revenue projections are $180 million with expenses projected at $184 million.  Difference will be covered by one-time funds.   State is allowing for decreased enrollment in the 3-4% range.  Reductions in benefits costs in the amount of $2.7 million was realized thru a variety cost savings.
