Budget

The State budget includes “trigger cuts” which are invoked if revenue projections are not met - State revenues are down.  The $10.4M structural deficit in the FY 2011-12 budget will be covered by Stability Funding.  $4M has been allocated for any budget shortfalls for FY 2012-13.  Both colleges and CS are being asked to make cuts to eliminate the $10.4m structural deficit.

Enrollment for Fall Qtr 2011 is flat; Summer Qtr enrollment was down 2%.    Plans are moving forward for a third district site at the Onizuka Base to replace the current Middlefield location.
