Budget

Bret Watson reported that Governor Brown released his State Budget on January 17 which revealed less then revenue then anticipated.  Plans are to increase revenue by raising taxes on more wealthy individuals – this will have to be approved via a ballot measure.  Without additional revenues, FHDA could experience an additional reduction of $7 million.  Enrollment numbers are lower by approximately 5% due in part because of attendance accounting changes.

Banner/Degreeworks went live for Students January 9.  There were 53 security related issues in 2011 with a total of 3 so far in 2012.  An illegal wireless hub was installed by an employee on the Middlefield campus.  There were 6 vendor responses to the District’s Network Upgrade Project bid – these are currently being reviewed. A recommendation to the Board is planned for March 2012.  The so-called “Faculty Mandate” affecting class registration is currently being tested and should be implemented for Summer Qtr.  Concern was raised regarding some instructors setting up class information off campus – there could be security risks associated with this.  Three is a project to evaluate and implement a Unified Messaging System – 5 different vendor products are being evaluated.
