The August 2013 meeting of the Central Services Classified Senate (CSCS) was held at 1:00pm on August 21, 2013 in the District Boardroom and was conducted by Araceli Kaliangara
1) Review and Approve Minutes
Araceli Kaliangara called the meeting to order. A sign-in sheet was made available to all attendees.  June meeting minutes were approved – there was no July meeting.
2) Treasurer’s Report
Kathy Nguyen was not present to provide a report.  Araceli provided a report on the funds allocated for the Scholarship Fund (see topic later in these minutes).
3)  End of the Year BBQ
Approval received from Chancellor’s Cabinet to hold BBQ event on September 11 from 11:30am-1:00pm.  Kathy Nguyen advised that if Klaus again participates in the purchase and food preparation, he needs to complete a W9 Tax Form and an Independent Contractor Agreement.  Araceli will discuss these requirements with Klaus.  If Klaus declines these requirements, other methods will have to be developed to purchase the food, prepare and serve it.  Using either college’s cafeterias to prepare the food or, the cooking of the food by District staff could be alternatives.
The Chancellor donates $975 toward funding the event which in 2012 cost approximately $1200.  A flyer will be developed by CSCS staff promoting the BBQ event and requesting contributions to pay for the food and refreshments.  If there is a shortfall of funds, money from the CSCS account will be used to make up the difference.   
4)  Gracian Lecue - Rep CSEA (MSA)
Gracian Lecue has indicated that as a representative from CSEA would like to participate in the regular CSCS meetings.  A meeting invitation was extended.
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5)  Scholarship Fundraising Ideas
The CSCS approved two $500 scholarships that will be awarded for the upcoming academic year.  The scholarship fund currently has $726.  Araceli suggested that the CSCS initiate a series of fund raisers to raise more money for the scholarship fund.   By March 2014, with current anticipated contributions, there will be approximately $1300 in the CSCS scholarship fund.  If this amount is realized, the CSCS would again award two $500 scholarships.
Janice Lee reported that the award criteria for applicants was under review such as GPA, units taken, and proof of number of hours of community service.  

6)  Changing Employee of the Month to Employee of the Quarter
Because fewer nominations are being submitted, effective immediately, employee recognition will be changed from monthly to quarterly.
