The June 2010 meeting of the Central Services Classified Senate (CSCS) was held at 1:30pm on June 9, 2010 in the Foothill Carriage House and was conducted by Janice Lee

1) Review and Approve Minutes
Janice Lee called the meeting to order. A sign-in sheet was made available to all attendees.  The May meeting minutes were approved 

2) Treasurer’s Report
Linda Mahi advised that statement from the bank had not yet been received; there was no Treasurer’s Report.

3) Participation in the CSCS – Conversation with Chancellor Linda Thor
Janice Lee opened discussion by describing concerns that classified staff have:

1-All Administrators not sharing information with staff that is discussed in the All Administrators & Supervisors meeting where policy decisions are discussed such as the use of ProCards

2-Employees need management to encourage their employees to be active in the Central Services Classified Senate

3-Enployees have developed a concern that if they volunteer or become active in groups and organizations such as the CSCS, it will not be well received by their supervisors who view their time away from the job as jeopardizing productivity.  

Linda Thor Comments

Has observed that many people are doing two and three jobs because of heavy workloads caused by reduced staffing and the EIS Project.  

There is not much communication from District senior staff to classified employee such as a newsletter or posting on a bulletin board on topics such as: rumor control, suggestion box, policy changes, etc.  There is not effective dissemination of job openings; employees are expected to take their own initiative to find out what jobs are open.  

Suggested that “brown bag” events be held where information is provided to employees, but does not take them “off the job”.  To keep the number of brown bag events at a reasonable number, organizations should hold joint affairs where more then one topic is covered and maximizes the employee’s time away from their job responsibilities.

Described the current status of the process to place a parcel tax on the November ballot.  A company hired to poll voters in the District reported favorable results on the receptiveness of taxpayers to a parcel tax for FHDA. A recommendation will go to the Board of Trustees for approval to place on the November 2010 ballot a vote for a $69 parcel tax for 5-6 years.

7) Banner Update

The next major Banner implementations planned for summer-fall are DegreeWorks and Banner Document Management System.  Implementation work is underway for Banner/Advancement which is scheduled for a January 2011 implementation.
