Budget

FY 2010-11 revenue projection $182M, expense projection $177M, transfer out $8M, resulting in a negative balance $3M.  Carryover from FY2009-10, $37m resulting in a balance of $34M for ending balance for FY2010-11.  After setting aside money for reserve results in a balance of $24M.  Enrollment is down by approximately 1300 FTES.  District relying on Spring Qtr to try and make up enrollment shortfall.  

No budget cuts planned for FY2010-11.  The Stability Fund is projected at $10m-$14m to be carried over to FY 2011-12.   The colleges and Central Services have committees formed to develop budget plans.

The third draw on MeasureC bonds is being planned for the amount of $160-180M to cover 3 years of projects.
