8) New Facilities Acquisition Update and Impact on Central Services Employee


Andy Dunn, Vice Chancellor of Business Services reported that MeasureC contains $40 million for new sites including the Middlefield campus which is currently on a month-to-month lease arrangement at $900,000/year. Consideration is being given to creating a 3rd campus.  The demographics study revealed that the Mountain View area is the best location for a possible new Middlefield campus. There are funds in MeasureE & MeasureC for remodeling District offices.  Using any leftover money from a Middlefield acquisition effort for District remodeling/renovation could happen, but is not likely. There is not enough money to complete all District office improvement projects that were previously identified.  A priority list needs to be developed to determine what will be done.
